I thought we would bhe
in Amoy but the Chinese unfortunstely haven't gotten together on the date of

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there to fill it wp, We sang some songs which I have learned since comlng
to China., They are risks, but not salaclous - the Chinese responded in the
same vein - g0 we had & suceessful afternecn. I am enclosing the invitation
to the celebration, along with & wisture I had taken here with a 35 MM camsra.

I don't think we will be down to the coast for several days as there are
st11l some things that the Chinese must do bkefore accepting the Jap surrender
here. We will be on the coast & short time as there is no bhher need for us.

We are golng to have tea this evening for our Chinese milliary and their
wives, It will be fanm to bresk bread with them 1n our way, sansg chop stlicks.
Our dining room and living room run together, similar to 404 2nd story, We
have 8 large fire place, 20 it has a nice atmoephere, and alec a fine upright
pianc, Our manslon is the best in thig areaz, Par better than sgtateside, I
don't kunow what I am golng to do without all this service.

Sept. #h 2000 Just finiehed dinner - lce cream agaln plus pome good
“01d Taylor" rye. We played softhall today, first time in two days due to
weather ~ in fact we had to finlsh this game In the rain, We lost 9 - 7, but
it was a good game, plenty of arguments bud no blood shed.

This morning I went to town %o buy & few things. I bought a set of shopsiic
ivory with our names 1in Chinese, also some blus coolie clothk which I am
having made into a playsult for you. The spult ie similar to what the Chinese
women boatmen wear. There will be iwo pair of snorts almost knewwlength and
a goelis eoat with Chinese knot lanyardg on the gide for fasiening [inestead
of butdtons) On the back will be some Chinese writing in white cloth saying
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you're the best. In order to get size I had tc plek oub & Chinese abous
your size and march him to the taflor, 3o I hope it will be &o your liking.
Tomorrow I am golng to Lewn again to buy some mors things, &s my deys here
are numbered, The &ilk here is not too good, cheap about T0¢ a gpard our
mONEY .

Cur pary last nlght was a sumcess, We sang and played the piano for
our gueste who in turn sang for us. It is unbellievable 10 hear the Chinese
eing such songs as Old Kentucky Home, 4uld Lang gyne and Qld Black Jos. We
had an enjoyable evening although most of their talk had to be translated
via an injerprejer.

I am waitlng pafiently for your mail whieh is bottle-necked about
1200 miles from here. We are gendng a courier to that point, so I should
have 1t all befers I leave here.

The dean of the place
ig & Dr. Duprdds and wife. They hail from New England, where I don't kno ae
yeb.

September 5 1100, The concert last evening was gulie Interesting
gad I an snclosing the program. YO0u'll notice we had one of our own,éoatorﬂ
ag & zo0lolst also some well kmown pleces were sung, such as Ave Maria and Take
Me Home Again Kathleen. The band scunded like a German Band sand pretzels and
keer, but neverthlsss they did a good job congldering that Chinese do not
have thelr own band music., They depend on the weatern world for eongs. The
hall wae jammed wlih people. Our meabs were regerved, and well protected by
Chinese soldiers with carbines, Here In 8hina, you'll find a soldier at all
funetions. Of course Americans get the bat.

The GO came back last night from the plantation with two live turkeys
two geese and 14 ducks, so we will be well astekked with fowl for some time.
The orangass and tangerines are not ripe - so no fruit for & while,

Tomorrow night we are going to have a dinner party for 20 peopleewho
they will be I don't know but I guess some dignitaries 2a of the Province,
It should be a big night with plenty of turkiy and some more Japanese Wine.

Tiie moralng I sat up on our sun deck and got a good burn, then showered
and goi ready for dinnmer. HNo word yet on our moving, but there will bs some
news over the weekend. I am enclosing some plotures of our luncheon in
town celebvrating the surrender of the Japs in China. I am in serveral of them.
Can you find me? No mall as yet. M8t close.

Beptember 9 230C. Today was another beautiful day with 8 cool east
wind. Slept until 0930 and then had breakfast, a sun vath on our sun deck

until 1130, Went to the radio station at 1630 for Mass and afterwards came
heme Tor cur dinner pariy of 27 people, several Chinsse generals, the mayor
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of the city and several Chinsse olvil service members. Tae dinner wasg
exeelient from soup Lo nuts -~ had.banana iee ergam and petit fours Tor
desgert, plus Wine. The Gomboy started during dinner and lagted well

into the night. Fortunstely I promised to talk %o the snlisted men about the
31 bill of rights & nd so I excused myself - so not toc many Gomboyﬁ‘for me.

we are still awailting orders to g0 to the coasi. Some of the men have left
already for other places, but =mo word for us. I think some stories will break
ir the newspapers spout our work in China. It sheuld prove interesting as the
Navy group is chockfull of edventure and good dolngs towards winning the war.

Sestember 10  210C.  We just flnished a song fest. We had about 15
enlisted men over Lo the house. Rr. Coleman played the pisho alpo his new
pong “Teach Me To Love Againf. The song is catchy gnd I hope he places 1t
on the market when he gets back to America.

Cur dinner tomight was superb - we had ocne of our two turkeys. The cook
did & splendid job with the frim=ing.

I went to town today t0 pick up your “coolie" play suit. It turned oub
ranl well, It ceértailnly will be the unusual for the beach. Alszo I came
across some souveniy apoons so I bought twe for our collestion. e had our
ugual ball game today. We won ll- 1 - po our serles are aboub even. I am afrad
our games will not continue much longer ag it locks as though we ghall
Gefinitely be on cur way by ths end of the weelk. We expecht to take a
place on & smell island in the harbor where ihe Lorsigners live, untll we
are picked up for further ammégk asslgnment. We may have to go to Shanghal
pefore going home because cur Admiral has headguarters there. It would be
mich better to stard home, but if it is expeditious to go to hdgire fHirst
T am in favor of it. In & few days I am golng to conduect & course for
Ghinese soldiers who are going overseag. It will only last a few days.

We are
going ke iake & place overlooking fhe harbor of Amoy ~ on the Ku-long-Hau
igland.

The Japanesse there sre wialnm to stirrentéer o the Chinese, but ithey ave
peenitting us to set up prhor 4o the surrender, whlch gseems guch & funny
eort of situstion when you think the war is over.

If I ean't
get 2 shlip by the end of the week, I shall f1ly viz NATS to Guam and then to the
west coagt via Pearl., $o you ean expect me home by the middle of November
aor earlier (Ien't that wonderful). I will Be so good to get home %o you and
our little daughter,

Yeuterday we celebrated the double 10th here in China {Uctober 10th).
Cetober is the tenth month, so the Chinese had a big parade, Tire crgckers and
much gombay and parties, Our outfit had a party at Bubbling Well Road for
Tae Lee (?) the Himmler of China. I d1& not ac as I promised to Mabe dinner
aboard the orulser St. Louls, with Fr. Comnally, chaeplain, It was a big treat
to sat stateslde after so many months.
